SUCCESSFUL PRODUCTION OF UNTOLD AFRICAN STORIES OF NAMIBIA

THE UNTOLD AFRICAN STORIES PROJECT SUCCESSFULLY CONDUCTED IT’S FIRST PILOT PRODUCTION PROJECT IN THE BEAUTIFUL COUNTRY OF NAMIBIA. TRAVELING ACROSS THE
COUTRY FOR 2 WEEKS DOCUMENTING THREE TRIBES. THE PROJECT IS CURRENTLY IN POST PRODUCTION WITH AN EXHIBITION SCHEDULED IN SEPTEMBER WITH A FILM SCREENING

OF THE FINAL FILM IN THE PIPELINE AS WELL. TRIBES DOCUMENTED IN NAMIBIA INCLUDED:

THE HIMBA TRIBE
THE SAN TRIBE
THE OWAMBO TRIBE
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THE STORY.

FOR YEARS, INDIGENOUS AFRICAN TRIBES ARE BEING WIPED OUT INTO EXTINCTION DUE TO URBAN MODERNISATION.

WE BELIEVE THAT KEY CULTURAL PRACTICES BEING CARRIED OUT BY SOME OF THESE TRIBES HAVE RELEVANCE AND HIGH ESSENCE TO AID INTO TODAY’S
LIVING.

THE FILM AND PHOTOGRAPHY SERIES SEEKS TO EXPLORE THESE PRACTICES FROM TRIBE TO TRIBE ACROSS THE CONTINENT OF AFRICA. DELVING INTO THESE
PRACTICES AND THE DAILY LIFESTYLE OF THESE TRIBESMEN TO UNRAVEL THESE PRACTICES AND PRESERVE THEM THROUGH FILM AND PHOTOS FOR

GENERATIONS TO COME

THEM TO BE COMFORTABLE AND OPEN UP A LOT OF DETAILS, IDEALS AND UNIQUE PRACTICES THAT AREN'T
SEEN AND APPRECIATED IN A DAY/FEW HOURS
